JOB SUMMARY  (Brief description of job and education/training - add break periods):

Working as a general laborer to assist concrete finishers by lifting, carrying, and holding building materials, tools, and supplies.  Cleans tools, equipment, materials, and work areas both in field and in the yard.  May dig, spread, and level dirt and gravel, using rake and compactor.  May mix, pour, and spread concrete and gravel using hand tools.  Clean and scrape forms using scraper.  May be required to access materials/tools by using company truck.

Work is generally performed with other laborer to assist 5 concrete finishers.

	-PHYSICAL DEMANDS-


Continuous -- 67-100% of the day.  Frequent -- 34-66%.  Occasional -- 6-33%.  Intermittent -- 1-5%

1.  SITTING 

Maximum 1 hour during drive time on occasional basis.

2.  STANDING 

Job requires working up to 14 hours per day on feet.  Standing is minimal and performed intermittently with walking and other physical demands.  May be standing on dirt, gravel, concrete, rebar, uneven ground and slopes.

3.  WALKING 

Job required walking on dirt, gravel, concrete, rebar, uneven ground and slopes up to 14 hours daily for distances up to 5 miles per day, performed intermittently throughout the day.

4.  POSITIONS 

The job requires constant walking intermittently performed with bending, squatting, pushing, pulling, reaching and handling.

5.  LIFTING & CARRYING 

Worker will occasionally lift and carry up to 60 lbs of lumber, tools or equipment; continuously lift and carry up to 35 lbs.

6.  PUSHING/PULLING 

Frequently using a muck rake, scraping forms with scraper, unloading lumber off trucks, wheelbarrow, prying, stripping form.  May be with weights in excel of 50 lbs on a continuous basis.

7.  REACHING/HANDLING 

Constantly using right and left hands and arms to handle tools, materials and equipment throughout the entire workday.  Overhead reaching may occur occasionally in unloading lumber off truck racks, cleaning catch basins, etc.

8.  BENDING/SQUATTING 

Frequently from waist and knees.  May be intermittent or sustained, depending on work activity or project.  Generally performed on an intermittent basis and very brief in duration.

9.  TWISTING 

Occasionally from waist or upper body while performing work activities.

10. CLIMBING 

Occasionally into the back of the truck to access tools or materials.  May climb hills and slopes, depending on job site.  The frequency varies depending on the job site and work project.

11.  CRAWLING 

None required.

ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS 

Will be exposed to weather extremes, vibration from equipment, dust and noise.
